PennDel Royal Ranger Camp

Camp Use Rules

1. Lessee shall notify the Camp Manager or person assigned by the Camp Manager at least 14 days prior to the use of the camp on expected date of arrival and departure if they plan on being at and using the camp.

2. Camp or Land cannot be used for hunting during Royal Ranger activities and events. A calendar of activities and events will be issued to Lessee upon request and can be reviewed on the PennDel Royal Rangers website. 
3. Upon arriving at the camp, always go to the house first and sign in on the sheet provided. Don’t forget to sign out when leaving.  If Lessee unlocked or turned on anything, Lessee is responsible to lock it back up or turn it off.

4. Lessee, or his designee, is responsible for making sure the camp is closed down and locked up before departing.  See list of procedures for opening and closing camp.

5. Be sure all doors are locked up.  Keys or combinations will be issued to only authorized persons.  Do not loan a key or give out a combination to anyone without permission.

6. Lessee shall make sure the water is turned off in the house and at the external well andproperty is left in the same or better condition than when arriving. 
7. Lessee is responsible for replenishing all fuel or fuel oil used during the use of the camp or property.

8. Tractors to be utilized only by those on the list of authorized users.  No one under the age of 18 years is to operate the tractors unless given permission by the Camp Manager or Camp Council Board.

9. Lessee shall immediately notify the Camp Manager or his designee of any damage that may have occurred to the camp property during the use of  property or upon noting any damage to the property upon arrival at the camp.

10. Lessee shall be responsible for repairing or replacement of property for any damages caused by Lessee. 
11. No more than 6 hunters are allowed to be actively hunting the property at one given time. 

12. Lessee shall not damage fields or crops planted by the farmer.

13. Lessee shall pay additional payment over and above lease amount for use of house. Payments shall be a $5 charge per person per night to help with cost of electricity use
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
